7PM  Call to Order 
7:01  Flag Salute led by Dr. Lisa Plymate 
7:06  Adoption of the proposed agenda and previous minutes moved by Chris Maryatt, seconded by Ivan Weiss and 
 passed  unanimously. Friendly amendment by Sarajane Siegfriedt is accepted by the chair. 
 

7:08  Candidate Susan Mahoney was introduced; she is a candidate for King County District Court, Southwest Division.  
 

7:11  Andrew Villeneuve, Executive Director of Northwest Progressive Institute, spoke about his upcoming fundraiser 
 and passed out invitations. 
 

7:14  Candidate Cindy Ryu addressed the group in support of her bid for 32nd District Representative. 
 

7:20  Joe Fitzgibbon, a candidate for the open House seat in the 34th District, was introduced and spoke to the group. 
 

7:23  11th District KCDCC Rep Rosemary Quesenberry talked about her upcoming fundraiser for their webmaster Alene 
 Brede who is battling cancer.  The hat was also passed for Alene and her family. 
 

7:27  Program -- YES on I-1098, Eric Magnuson - Campaign Rep 
 I-1098 has three parts: 

1) Taxing high income earners -- individuals earning $200K+ or couples earning $400K plus. Anyone 
making over a million dollars will get a flat tax of $30,000 and 9% on everything else above a million. 
2) Reduce property taxes by 20% 
3) Eliminate business and occupation tax, which will exempt 80% of small businesses. 

 Revenues would go to health care and education, specifically. 
 We are currently the most regressively taxed state in the country. 
 This initiative is a people's initiative, supported by many including Bill Gates Sr. 

The initiative has 58% of support by people in Washington, which includes 41% even from GOP voters. 
They need to collect 241,000 signatures, and are just going started. 
They also need to raise money. 
 

Questions and Answers: 
 Question - How does this not open the door to all kinds of income tax? Answer: It would require a vote of all the people. We 
 need to change our thinking about taxes. Not all taxes are bad. Regressive taxes are bad, progressive taxes are good. 
 Question - Is this unconstitutional? Answer: We passed a similar bill in 1932. The argument ten was that you couldn't 
 differentially tax people, but there has been new case law since then, and legal scholars say it is, in fact, constitutional. 
 7:35 Question - What if this initiative is not as successful in generating revenue as we suppose? Where will the cuts be? Answer: 
 This initiative will generate $1.7 billion. It is offset from cutting other taxes. Middle class tax breaks will take precedence over 
 funding health care and education. 
 Question - how do you overcome preconceptions? Answer: Public education. If we graph it for everyone, everyone sees that 
 they save money. We need to educate everyone and stop "vending machine" mentality in which you pay for what you get. We 
 need to understand we're paying for all government services, including school down the street. A robust online strategy is in 
 place and an instant poll on Seattle news revealed 66% of people supported the measure 
 Question - What about the sales tax? Answer: We can't do everything in one initiative, but this will open the door for bigger tax 
 reform down the line. 
 Question - What's your argument for job creation? Answer: Eliminating the business and occupation tax will allow people to 
 hire more workers. 
 Question - Is this deductible from federal income tax? Answer: Yes. We pay more federal income taxes than all other sates do, 
 and this will reduce our burden.

It went to the legislature last session, 
 and was unfortunately dropped. It will benefit taxi drivers and the public, requiring standards for taxi drivers 
 including no criminal history, and must have valid license and insurance. 
 

 Question: Does this bill deal only with Seattle? Answer: It deals with the whole State/ 
 Question: Is this a Seattle City Council Initiative? Answer: It will affect Seattle and Spokane, cities with $500,000+  
 people.  
 Question: Why does the legislature only cover Seattle? Answer: It does 
 Question: Who will issue citations? Answer: State patrol generally, and there will also be authority for city police in  cities of 
 $500,000+ people such as Seattle.
